Programming is created by the community but we generally expect to broadcast a diverse mixture that entertains and educates people's musical, literary, and cultural interests; inspires action-oriented listeners who seek civic improvement and fresh visions for Baton Rouge; nurtures ongoing dialogues across races and cultures; and fosters collaboration for community progress.

7. Arts and cultural expansion including the process of creation in multiple mediums, the writing and reading of poetry, and the up-close look at local artists and musicians in creativity making

In addition to talk-based platforms, WHYR seeks music-based broadcasting which presents genres to reflect and celebrate the diverse populations in the Baton Rouge community.
